The Boys & Girls Club of Cypress offers fun and educational programs for school age kids from 1st through 12th grade. Daily activities include homework help, computer lab, sports, games room tournaments, fitness, arts and a new teen program.  
Not sure how to get your child from school to the Club? The Club offers transportation from Lexington Junior High, Arnold, Dickerson, King, Landell, Morris, Cawthon and Los Alamitos Elementary Schools.  Additional schools will be added if there is enough need.
Club scholarships are available to families who qualify for assistance. No child is ever turned away for inability to pay. The Club provides more than $6,000 in free services each month. The majority of the organization’s budget comes from grants and donations.  Donations of money, office supplies, art supplies, games and sports equipment are needed throughout the year.
Many families stop sending their children to afterschool programs when the kids enter Junior High. If your child is in Junior High or High School, there is no monthly fee.  Rather than sending teens home to an empty house, the Club is here with lots of opportunities for them to be together in a positive, exciting atmosphere. Bring your teen by to check out the teen room and meet the teen director. 
The Club has a special program for children of active military personnel. To thank the military families for their service, children of active military personnel fee do not pay any monthly fee.  
In addition to programs for school age youth, the Club works closely with other non-profits to host free mommy and me classes, monthly family nights, and parent education classes.  They also help families obtain other resources if needed.

Boys & Girls Club of Cypress has two locations serving the community. The program on the Swain Elementary School campus is for Swain Elementary students. This year the Club Swain site has added a program for Kindergarten students as well as 1st through 6th graders.  The Club on Moody Street serves families from many communities. You do not have to live in Cypress to attend the Club.  The program is open every day afterschool as well as many school holidays throughout the year.
